Ingredients:      

2 C flour    2 tsp ginger 

2 tsp baking soda   1 tsp cloves 

1 C br. Sugar    pinch salt 

1/4 C molasses   1 large egg 

3/4 C canola oil   granulated sugar 

2 tsp cinnamon    

In a large bowl, mix together brown sugar, molasses, oil & egg until smooth. Gradually add all 
dry ingredients (except granulated sugar) until combined. Cover & refrigerate dough for 20 
minutes. Preheat oven to 350°. After chilling, with clean hands - roll dough into generous 1” 
balls. Roll each ball in granulated sugar, coating evenly. Bake 8 minutes.
